RECOMMENDATION:
Direct staff to use Park Dedication fees for purchase and installation of lights for Highland Avenue Park ($5,000) and skate board park fencing ($20,000) in this fiscal year 2006/2007.
BACKGROUND:

The Park and Recreation Commission is recommending that lights be purchased and installed at Highland Avenue Park.  After receiving several complaints from the neighbors of the park regarding vandalism that included fires, the Park and Recreation Commission held a public workshop in which many of the park neighbors participated.  The neighbors agreed that there is a definite need for some type of night lighting of the park to hopefully deter the groups of young adults that congregate there after dark.  Parks Maintenance provided a cost estimate of $5,000 for the purchase and installation of lighting.
The Park and Recreation Commission is aware that there is a need to develop some type of plan to stop the damage being done to the skate board park.  The park’s current condition is caused by graffiti and other forms of vandalism.  City staff and the Commission find the current condition of the skate board park unacceptable.  They are also concerned about the impact of this facility on the use and enjoyment of nearby park facilities.  The Commission understands that the cost to construct perimeter fencing is $20,000.  The installation of fencing in addition to the previously approved surveillance camera will help to curb further vandalism.  The Public Works Department proposes to undertake the work with design assistance from the Police Department.  The Commission would also like to provide input on the final design of the fencing.
Both park projects involve public safety and the protection of City parks, therefore, staff recommends that the projects be completed in this fiscal year (2006/2007).

FISCAL IMPACT:

This proposed project will not have an impact on the General Fund.  This proposed expenditure of $25,000 can be funded with Park Dedication Fees, which has a current fund balance of $121,893.
ACTION:
Motion directing staff to expend a total of $25,000 in park dedication fees in fiscal year 2006/2007 for the purchase and installation of lights at Highland Avenue Park and perimeter fencing for the Skate Board Park.
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
