	  Consultant Services Agreement with Psomas/Dodson Engineering

RECOMMENDATION:
Approve the Agreement for consultant services with Dodson/Psomas Engineering, formerly Dodson Engineering, Inc.(Dodson), to provide on-call engineering services for the City’s water system, at not to exceed $100,000 per year.
BACKGROUND:
The City utilizes the services of consulting engineers to provide support to its engineering staff on matters related to the maintenance and operation of the City’s water system.  Dodson, a consulting engineering firm located in Walnut Creek that specializes in water and wastewater utility systems has provided this service to the City since 1994.  These on-call support services generally relate to the review of the water system for adequacy to serve new developments, preparation of regulatory agency compliance reports, and capital improvement project design such as water main replacements, and operational projects at the Water Treatment Plant.

In December 2003, letters were sent to five consulting engineering companies that specialize in water utility system requesting Statements of Qualifications and letters of interest on providing on-call engineering services to the City.  Of the five engineering companies contacted, three companies submitted Statements of Qualifications and letters of interest.  Statements of Qualifications were received from Black & Veatch Corporation of Concord, Carollo Engineers of Walnut Creek and Dodson Engineering, Inc., of Walnut Creek.

City staff evaluated the Statements of Qualifications and interviewed the three consultants as part of the evaluation process to determine the company most suitable for the work.  Dodson Engineering Inc. presented the best concept for developing work programs for the various assignments and staff available for immediate response to tasks authorized by the City.  In addition Dodson’s proposed team possessed the most experience and knowledge related to municipal water systems.  Based upon the details of the Statements of Qualifications received, and the information presented in the interviews, Engineering, Inc., of Walnut Creek was recommended to provide on-call water system engineering services for the City

On March 17, 2004 the City Council adopted a Resolution authorizing the City Manager to sign a three-year agreement with a two-year extension option not to exceed $200,000 per year for the first two years, and not to exceed $100,000 per year for the remaining years of the contract.  Tasks performed during the first three years of the Agreement included update of the City’s Water System Master Plan, design of water main replacement projects, update of the Urban Water Management Plan, review of various private development projects for water system impacts, evaluation of the Water Treatment Plant operations and peer review of the Harbor View Reservoir Replacement Project plans and specifications.

DISCUSSION:
Dodson has performed all tasks assigned under the terms of the Agreement in a timely and professional manner.  The company recently merged with Psomas Engineering, and changed its name to Dodson/Psomas.  This merger provides Dodson additional resources to compete for engineering services.  Projects which will require the continuing engineering services of Dodson include review of capital improvements needed to insure efficient operation, preparation of plans and specifications for annual water main replacement projects and continued evaluation of private development project proposal for water system improvements.
It is recommended that the City Council adopt a Resolution approving the Agreement for Consultant Services with Dodson Engineering, to provide on-call engineering services for the City’s water system, for an amount not to exceed $100,000 per year.
FISCAL IMPACT:

Funds for the various task orders given to the consultant are provided within the City’s water system’s operating and capital improvement budgets.  The City is reimbursed for the consultant cost plus City overhead on private development projects.

ACTION:

Adopt Resolution authorizing the City Manager execute a two-year agreement for Consultant Services with Dodson/Psomas Engineering for on-call engineering services for the City’s water system not to exceed $100,000 per year.

WHEREAS, Dodson Engineering, Inc. they have performed all tasks assigned under the terms of the Agreement in a timely and professional manner.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that a the City Council authorize the City Manager execute a two-year agreement for Consultant Services with Dodson/Psomas Engineering for On-Call Engineering Services for the City’s Water System not to exceed $100,000 per year as approved to form by the City Attorney.
