RECOMMENDATION:
Direct staff to make application to the State of California Department of Parks and Recreation for the Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant in the amount of $99,378.
BACKGROUND:
In 2004, cities throughout the State were able to apply for their share of the 2002 Resources Bond Act Roberti-Z’berg-Harris Block Grant Program.  The City did apply and was issued the appropriate contract to earmark the money.  Martinez was allocated $99,378.  To date, this money has not been assigned to a specific project.

With the recent vandalism in Nancy Boyd Park, a project has emerged that meets the guidelines for project designation for the Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant money.  The grant is “intended to meet the urgent need for safe, open, and accessible local park and recreational facilities for increased recreational opportunities that provide positive alternatives to social problems.”  The grant encourages refurbishing and rehabilitating existing buildings for new uses appropriate to the grant.
Currently during the summer months, Recreation provides a playground program at Nancy Boyd for ages 5-11 daily from 9 a.m. – 3 p.m.  The camps begin on June 25th and run through August 17th.  These camps provide an alternative to expensive day care or are a place that parents may be able afford to send their children rather than have them be home alone while they work.
Scholarships are also available for those families who cannot afford the fees.  As a temporary solution a portable restroom for exclusive use of the campers is being provided as well as two other portable restrooms for use by the general public.
An urgent need at Nancy Boyd is to replace these restrooms, in doing so, the Park and Recreation Commission recommends that the Council consider the addition of a recreation room that could serve to house existing programs and encourage the development of new programs.  At the July 2007 Park and Recreation Commission meeting, the Commission unanimously passed a motion recommending to the Council that the Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant money are used to help replace the restrooms with the addition of a recreation room at Nancy Boyd Park.  
FISCAL IMPACT:

The possibility of adding $99,378 from the Robeti-Z’berg-Harris grant to any insurance reimbursement received for the restroom replacement as well as Park Dedication Fees that are currently earmarked in the CIP for park improvements.
ACTION:
Approval of the resolution authorizing staff to file an application for local assistance funds from the Robeti-Z’berg-Harris Block Grant under the California Clean Water, Clean Air, Safe Neighborhood Parks and Coastal Protection Act of 2002.

AUTHORIZATION TO FILE AN APPLICATION TO THE CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND RECREATION FOR THE ROBERTI-Z’BERG-HARRIS BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM UNDER THE CALIFORNIA CLEAN WATER, CLEAN AIR, SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD PARKS, AND COASTAL PROTECTION ACT OF 2002 IN THE AMOUNT OF $99,378 FOR RECONSTRUCTION OF THE RESTROOM BUILDING 

AT NANCY BOYD PARK
WHEREAS, the people of the State of California have enacted the CALIFORNIA CLAN WATER, CLEAN AIR, SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD PARKS AND COASTAL PROTECTION ACT OF 2002 which provides funds for the Roberti-Z’berg-Harris Block Grant Program for grants to eligible Applicants; and

WHEREAS, the California Department of Parks and Recreation has been delegated the responsibility for the administration of the program within the State, setting up necessary procedures; and

WHEREAS, said procedures established by the California Department of Parks and Recreation require the Applicant’s Governing Body to certify by resolution the approval of the Applicant to apply for the Roberti-Z’berg-Harris allocation; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant will enter into a Contract with the State of California for the Project;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Martinez City Council hereby:

1. Approves the filing of an Application for local assistance funds from the Roberti-Z’berg-Harris Block Grant Program under the California Clean Water, Clean Air, Safe Neighborhood Parks and Coastal Protection Act of 2002; and

2. Certifies that the Applicant has or will have sufficient funds to operate and maintain the Project; and

3. Certifies that the Applicant has reviewed, understands, and agrees to the General Provisions contained in the Contract shown in the Procedural Guide; and

4. Certifies that the Project conforms to the recreation element of any applicable city or county general plan; and

5. Appoints the Deputy Director, Parks and Community Services as agent to conduct all negotiations, execute and submit all documents including, but not limited to, Applications, agreements, payment requests and so on, which may be necessary for completion of the Project.
