RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt resolution authorizing the City Manager to award and execute the construction contract with the lowest responsible bidder in an amount not to exceed $204,000, the funding level identified in the 2007-08 CIP Budget.
BACKGROUND:

Staff has completed the plans and specifications for the Rankin Park Lap Pool Renovation Project.  The proposed work consists of replacing the fiberglass lining, ceramic tile, coping, and concrete pool decking at the lap pool.

The bids will be received in the first week of August and the construction contract will be ready to be awarded and executed prior to the next regularly scheduled City Council meeting in September.  Therefore, staff is recommending that the City Manager be authorized to award and execute the construction contract with the lowest responsible bidder in an amount not to exceed the budgeted funds.  The funding level in the 2007-08 CIP Budget is $204,000.
The project was originally bid in February 2006.  One non responsive bid was received.  The bid amount of $127,898 for a portion of the work was $38,000 in excess of available funding.   The City made a temporary patch a section of the lap pool’s fiberglass lining, repaired broken tile to keep the pool usable for the summer.  Additional resources were obtained through the 2002 State Park Bond Measure to increase the project funding from $90,000 to $220,000.

RESOLUTION NO. -07
AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO AWARD THE CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT TO THE LOWEST RESPONSIBLE BIDDER FOR THE 

RANKIN PARK LAP POOL RENOVATIONS
WHEREAS, the City will advertise for bids from general engineering contractors; and

WHEREAS, bids will be publicly opened in August; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Martinez does not hold regular meetings in the month of August; and

WHEREAS, it is deemed in the best interest of the public and the City to implement the Rankin Park Lap Pool Renovation Project.        

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Martinez that the City Manager is hereby authorized to award and execute the construction contract to the lowest responsible bidder in an amount not to exceed $204,000, when the required performance bond, labor and materials bond, insurance and other contract documents have been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that should the lowest responsible bidder fail to deliver all contract documents, fully executed and filled out, so that they are in the hands of the City within ten calendar days after receipt of notice from the City of the City’s acceptance of their bid, then the bid shall be deemed in violation of the contract documents and the bid shall be deemed non-responsive and rejected and the second lowest responsible bidder shall be awarded the contract to complete the project.
