RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that City Council adopt the attached resolution approving receipt of funds from the Supplemental Law Enforcement Services Grant Fund.
BACKGROUND:

This is a grant that originates from the State of California.  By approval of the attached resolution this will allow the Martinez Police Department to receive grant funding in the amount of $100,000.  These funds will be used to supplement funding of the School Resource Officer position and allow for improvements in mobile data computers. 

FISCAL IMPACT:
An additional $100,000 will be available for law enforcement use.  This will allow us to continue funding for the School Resource Officer position and update computer data terminals without impacting the general fund.

SUPPLEMENTAL LAW ENFORCEMENT SERVICES GRANT FUND
