RECOMMENDATION:
Authorizing the City Manager to apply for Contra Costa Community Development Block Grant Funds (CDBG) to design and install accessible ramps in downtown area and low and moderate income neighborhoods throughout the City and authorizing the City manager to sign the Standard Grant Agreements up to $50,000.
BACKGROUND:

In the past the City has received Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Funds for a variety of projects: accessible (handicap) ramps, an economic development study, rehabilitation of the Riverhouse Hotel, etc.  The installation of ADA accessible sidewalk ramps is an issue the Contra Costa cities must address in the upcoming years pursuant to the tentative settlement of the law suit Vaughn v. City of Antioch, et, al.  Staff submitted an application to the Contra Costa County for funding from the CDBG Program.  The Program now provides two year funding cycles.  The application process requires the City to adopt the attached resolution and submit it with the application.  The application was submitted on December 3rd.  The County indicated applicants may submit resolutions adopted in December separately from the application.
FISCAL IMPACT:

The City is required to provide 25% of the proposed funding for approved projects from other than the CDBG program funds.  It is anticipated that funds from gas tax revenues will be used for the required local match.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED should the City receive on or both grant requests the City Manager is authorized to sign the standard grant agreement(s) up to amount(s) not to exceed $50,000.
