RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt attached resolution establishing procedures for the temporary closure of City streets.
BACKGROUND:
Last year the Chamber of Commerce sponsored a carnival on the vacant lot adjacent to and behind Home Depot on Arnold Drive.  This carnival raised funds for Chamber operations and services.  After the carnival last year the City received several complaints from residents on Shadowfalls Drive regarding noise and parking.
The Martinez Chamber of Commerce requested a special event permit to again sponsor a fund raising carnival this month.  In order to begin to address the concerns raised after the carnival last year, the City reduced the hours of operation and worked with Butler Amusements to relocate the rides and generators to the western side of the lot (area closest to Home Depot) and the parking closer to the Shadowfalls residences.  With these concessions and modifications a special event permit was approved.  However, one of the conditions of the special event permit was the need for a temporary use permit which requires a notice to property owners within 300 feet and a hearing by the Zoning Administrator.  
Despite the modifications included in the 2008 Special Event Permit, two neighbors had additional concerns.   The Mayor, city staff, and representatives from the Chamber and Butler Amusement met with one of the Shadowfalls neighbors to discuss his concerns.  If the Chamber is unable to secure permission for carnival patrons to park at the rear of Home Depot, the City proposes to limit access to a portion of the Village Oaks neighborhood on March 28, 29, and 30,  to eliminate the parking, litter and loitering problems experienced last year by residents on Shadowfalls Drive. Barricades are proposed to be placed at Shadowfalls Drive and Arnold Drive, Shadowfalls Drive and Willow Creek Lane, and Shadowfalls Drive and Village Oaks Drive.
In order to do this, the City Council must adopt the attached resolution allowing the City Manager, after consulting with the Chief of Police, to temporarily close a public street to accommodate a special event, celebration or other purpose.
FISCAL IMPACT:
None at this time as police reserve officers have already been committed to assist at this event.
ACTION:
Adopt the attached resolution establishing procedures for the temporary closure of city streets.

RESOLUTION NO. -08

ESTABLISHING PROCEDURES FOR THE TEMPORARY CLOSURE OF 

CITY STREETS

WHERAS, California Vehicle Code section 21101 authorizes general law cities to adopt procedures for the temporary closing of city streets for local special events and other purposes.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MARTINEZ RESLOVES AS FOLLOWS:

1. When, in the opinion of the City Manager, after consultation with  the City Chief of Police, the temporary closing of a portion of any city is necessary for the safety and protection of persons who are to use that portion of the street during that temporary closing and that closing is desirable or necessary in order to facilitate and/or accommodate a celebration, local special event or other purpose, the City Manager shall have the authority to temporarily close that portion of the affected city streets and utilize appropriate employees and other designees to effect said closure.
