	Public Hearing to consider the addition of 630 Court Street to the City’s Inventory of Real Property and the potential disposition of 630 Court

RECOMMENDATION: 
Conduct public hearing and adopt the resolution adding 630 Court Street to the City of Martinez Inventory of Real Property and authorizing staff to proceed with the disposition of 630 Court Street.
BACKGROUND: 
As the City Council is aware, City staff and Goldenberg et al are making significant progress on the disposition of 630 Court Street.  The Goldenberg development team comprised of Howard Goldenberg, J. Allen Sayles, and Ernie Guererro propose to rehabilitate, retrofit and expand 630 Court Street.  The enlarged basement and first floor will be used as a restaurant.  The second floor and proposed stepped back third story addition will be leased as office space. A purchase and sale agreement was drafted by the Assistant City Attorney and Assistant City Manager pursuant to the deal points approved by the City Council.  The parties have had several negotiating sessions and the attorneys have begun drafting what will hopefully be the final version of a purchase and sale agreement for City Council review and action. 
The City of Martinez has a lengthy and multiple step disposition process that was reviewed with the City Council at the February 20th meeting and includes the following steps: 1) authorize the City Manager or his designee to commence the disposition process for 630 Court Street pursuant to Section 12.40.040 of the Martinez Municipal Code (MMC) which was accomplished on 2-20-08, 2) Planning Commission determination that the disposition of 630 Court Street is consistent with the City’s General Plan pursuant to Section 12.40.060 of the MMC which was accomplished on 3-26-08,  3) public hearing on the disposition of 630 Court Street for April 2, 2008 at 7:00 PM pursuant to the public hearing notice, and Section 12.40.060 of the MMC, and 4) Consider approval of a purchase and sale agreement between the City of Martinez and Howard Goldenberg, J. Allen Sayles and Ernie Guererro on or after April 16, 2008.
The Sharky Building commonly referred to as 630 Court Street was purchased by the City of Martinez several years ago for the sole purpose finding a private developer to rehabilitate, retrofit the building and provide new tenants that would serve as a catalyst for downtown revitalization efforts.  The Goldenberg development team represents the third attempt to move this project from proposal to construction. The City purchased this property from Contra Costa County in “as is” condition.  The Goldenberg development team was selected last August and has spent the last 6 months undertaking their due diligence, primarily in the areas of soil stability analysis and hazardous material investigation.  The developer’s soil analysis determined that the expansion of the basement and the addition of a stepped back third story are technically and financially feasible.  However their hazardous materials investigation identified some groundwater and soil contamination that can be addressed as part of the basement expansion but will increase some construction costs.  The purchase and sale agreement will address an offset for these remediation costs.  

Pursuant to Section 12.40.060 of the MMC, city staff published public hearing notices in the Martinez Gazette on March 1, 2008, sent notices to all property owners within 300 feet of the Sharkey building, and posted the hearing notice outside City Hall. City staff has not received any comments on the addition of 630 Court Street to the City’s Inventory of Surplus Property and ultimately selling it to the Goldenberg development team.  The Planning Commission adopted a resolution on March 25, 2008, finding that the disposition of 630 Court Street is consistent with the City’s General Plan and the Downtown Specific Plan (DSP). The Planning Commissioners agreed with staff that the proposed renovation and expansion of 630 Court Street is exactly what the recently approved DSP envisioned for Downtown Martinez.
FISCAL IMPACT: 
City staff time and nominal noticing costs.
ACTION: 
Given the progress to date moving this important downtown catalyst project forward and the continuing commitment on the part of the City and developer to this project, staff recommends the adoption of the attached resolution adding 630 Court Street to the City of Martinez Inventory of Real Property and authorizing staff to proceed with the disposition of 630 Court Street.

RESOLUTION APPROVING THE ADDITION OF 630 COURT STREET TO THE CITY OF MARTINEZ INVENTORY OF REAL PROPERTY AND AUTHORIZING CITY STAFF TO PROCEED WITH THE DISPOSITION OF 630 COURT STREET
WHEREAS, City staff and the Goldenberg Development Team are making significant progress moving the 630 Court Street project forward; and

WHEREAS, in order to comply with the City’s property disposition process pursuant to Chapter 12.40 of the Martinez Municipal Code, the City council set a public hearing on the addition of 630 Court Street to the Inventory of Real Property, and potential disposition for 7:00 PM on April 2, 2008.  City staff noticed the public hearing in the Martinez Gazette, sent notices to property owners within 300 feet of the Sharkey Building and posted public hearing notices at City Hall; and

WHEREAS, the City of Martinez purchased 630 Court Street from Contra Costa County for the sole purpose of finding a qualified developer to rehabilitate, retrofit and re-tenant the building to serve as a catalyst project in the City’s downtown revitalization efforts; and
WHEREAS, the City of Martinez held the noticed hearing on adding 630 Court Street to the City’s Inventory of Real Property, and proceeding with the disposition process; and  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Martinez approves the addition of 630 Court Street to the City of Martinez Inventory of Real Property, confirms its findings as set forth in Resolution 007-08, and authorizes city staff to proceed with the disposition of 630 Court Street.
