RECOMMENDATION:

BACKGROUND:

The Budget Ad Hoc Committee met on April 24, 2008, and reviewed all grant applications.  Due to the fiscal constraints of the coming budget year, the Committee recommends reducing many of the grant awards for Fiscal 2008-09 from the amounts awarded for this fiscal year.
