RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute amendments to the City’s Freeway Maintenance Agreements with Caltrans for City Council approved projects.
BACKGROUND:

From time to time the City Council approves Capital Improvement Projects where portions of the projects are within Caltrans Rights-of-Way.  Two such recent projects include Alhambra Avenue North and our current project, the Alhambra Avenue Improvement Project.  The Alhambra Avenue North project constructed medians, sidewalk, bus turn-outs and landscaping within Caltrans right-of-way.  In our current project, sound walls and retaining walls were constructed in the Caltrans right-of-way.  Other safety or street improvement projects within Caltrans right-of-way are within the foreseeable future.

Caltrans requires the City amend our current Freeway Maintenance Agreement to reflect the most recent improvements as a condition of approving our encroachment permit from them.  Staff proposes that the City Council delegate the authority to execute Caltrans Maintenance Agreement amendments for projects previously authorized by the City Council.  This resolution will streamline the already cumbersome process of obtaining Caltrans encroachment permits.

WHEREAS, the City Council finds it is more expedient to delegate approval of amendments to the City of Martinez Freeway Maintenance Agreements for projects previously approved by the Martinez City Council to the Martinez City Manager.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Martinez to authorize the City Manager to execute amendments to existing Freeway Maintenance Agreements with Caltrans for City projects previously approved by the City Council that encroach into Caltrans right-or-way.
