RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt resolution approving the application for grant funds (Proposition 84) to implement environmental and flood control improvements outlined in the Beaver Subcommittee Report. 
BACKGROUND:

On April 16, 2008, the City Council received a report from the Beaver Subcommittee.  The report included additional improvements and activities to enhance the Alhambra Creek watershed area:
1. Hydrology/Flood Management

    B.
Flood Wall

    C.
Control Overland Release 

2. Water Quality testing

3.  Creek Clean-up

4. Creek Walk

5. Education Opportunities

6. Volunteer Engagement
Regardless of the long term viability of a beaver population in Alhambra Creek many of these recommendations have far reaching benefits.  Staff proposes to apply for a Proposition 84, River Parkway grant to fund these flood control and environmental projects listed above.  Staff met with Tina Baat, formerly of the Muir Heritage Land Trust and the landscape architectural firm, Restoration Design Group (RDG) to review our project concept.  Both believe that our project is well suited for the River Parkway Grant program.  Staff also discussed providing grant writing and preparation support and assistance to the City of Martinez. Tina Baat and RDG, have been previously successful in obtaining similar types funding. 
The grant application requires that the City Council authorize city staff to apply for the grant.  Approval of the attached resolution accomplishes that requirement and authorizes staff to complete the application with the assistance of RDG.  The approved resolution will be included with the grant application. We anticipate developing partnerships with the Alhambra Watershed Council, Friends of Alhambra Creek, Alhambra Unified School District and other community organizations as part of the grant application.

Certifies that Applicant understands the assurance and certification in the application.
3.
Certifies that Applicant or title holder will have sufficient funds to operate and maintain the project consistent with the land tenure requirements; or will secure the resources to do so.
4.
Certifies that it will comply with all provisions of Section 1771.5 of the California Labor Code.
5.
If applicable, certifies that the project will comply with any laws and regulations including, but not limited to, the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), legal requirements for building codes, health and safety codes, disabled access laws, and, that prior to commencement of construction, all applicable permits will have been obtained.
6.
Appoints the City Engineer, or designee as agent to conduct all negotiations, execute and submit all documents including, but not limited to application, agreements, payment requests and so on, which may be necessary for the completion of the aforementioned project.
