RECOMMENDATION:  

Adopt resolution waiving $92,255 in City fees to offset costs for design changes to the District Attorney’s Building.  

BACKGROUND:
The District Attorney will be relocating to a new structure to be constructed on the site at 555 Escobar Street.  The Council appointed a Subcommittee (Vice Mayor DeLaney and Council Member Wainwright) on July 20, 2005 to work with the District Attorney to develop design modifications to the proposed building.  The District Attorney made significant changes to the building and is requesting that the City waive the following fees to offset increased costs related to the changes:

Permit Fees                          $17,755

Brick Pavers:                         55,000

Encroachment Permit              4,500

Parking Meters                      15,000

The waivers related to brick pavers would result in standard paving rather than decorative paving; the encroachment fee is related to the City’s costs of processing and inspections; the parking meter fee is charged to reimburse the City for meter revenue lost while construction blocks access to meters.  

FISCAL IMPACT:

There will be $92,255 less in revenue accruing to the General Fund.

Reimbursing City Fees for New County Clerk/Recorder Building
WHEREAS, the District Attorney of Contra Costa County intends to relocate operations to the site at 555 Escobar Street; and

WHEREAS, the new building will consolidate all employees of the various functions and offices of the District Attorney into one location in downtown Martinez; and

WHEREAS, the County offices are the major ”anchor” for businesses in downtown Martinez and County employees and the customers using County services offered in downtown Martinez provide significant, if not the most significant, economic support for Martinez’ downtown businesses; and

WHEREAS, the City of Martinez has served as the County Seat for over 150 years; and 

WHEREAS, as the County has grown over the years, the City has worked to preserve the County’s presence in its historic seat; and

WHEREAS, continuing the County’s historic presence is critical to ensuring Martinez’s economic vitality; and

WHEREAS, this relocation will serve residents throughout the County by providing a central location for important District Attorney functions; and
WHEREAS, the District Attorney and the Board of Supervisors have agreed to make significant improvements to the design of the building to ensure it is compatible with the character of the area; and
WHEREAS, costs related to these design changes exceeds $100,000; and 

WHEREAS, the District Attorney has requested that the City offset some of these costs through waivers of fees and other requirements; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the construction of this new building is needed for the general public health, safety and welfare of the City, and particularly the downtown area.  The City Council further finds that the City’s provision of financial assistance to the construction of this new building is in the best interests of the City and serves and advances public purposes for the reasons stated above.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Martinez that the City will waive permit fees and other requirements valued at $92,255.
