RECOMMENDATION:
Approve a resolution authorizing the application for local grant funds from the EBRPD under the Measure WW Park Bond Extension in the amount of $1,651,961 and authorize the City Manager or his designee to execute all documents.
BACKGROUND:
EBRPD Board of Directors voted to place a $500 million park bond extension measure of the November 4, 2008 ballot.  The measure, an extension of Measure AA, was approved by the voters.   Twenty-five percent or $125 million has been earmarked for cities, park and recreation districts, county service areas and the Oakland Zoo for much needed local park and recreation projects.

The City of Martinez will receive $1,651,961 in reimbursable funds for approved projects.   To apply for local grant funds, the City must follow the process that has been set up by EBRPD.  The steps are as follows:

1)
Submit a resolution (must be EBRPD format) approved by the City Council that:

a)  
Approves the execution of an EBRPD Master Grant Contract in the amount of 


$1,651,961


b)  Certifies that the applicant will have sufficient funds to operate and 



      maintain the projects


c)   Certifies that the applicant has reviewed, understand and agrees to the 


     
      provisions contained in the Contract shown in the Procedural Guide

 d)   Appoints the City Manager or his designee as the City’s agent to conduct negotiations, execute and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, agreements, amendments, payment requests, etc. which may be necessary for the completion  of projects.  
      
Upon receipt of the resolution, the EBRPD reviews the resolution and sends a Master Contract for the City to sign.  The Master Contract obligates the City to use the funds for Park and Recreation projects.

2)
Receive, review, and sign an EBRPD Master Contract that obligates the City to use the 
grant funds for Park and Recreation facilities.

3)
Submit an application for projects.  The EBRPD would like the projects to be more 
than $10,000 per application.

Project applications are only accepted February 1st – March 31st of each year.  Money will be distributed over the next six years.  The projects must be completed by 2018.  Once the project is approved by EBRPD, the City may begin requesting reimbursement of funds. Funds may be used for land purchase as long as the public has permanent access.   Funds can also be used for the development of park and recreation facilities.  Renovations of facilities and historic preservation projects may also qualify for funds.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Upon completion of selected, approved projects the City will receive a reimbursement in the amount of $1,651,961.

Resolution of the CITY OF MARTINEZ 
AUTHORIZATION TO APPLY FOR LOCAL GRANT FUNDS FROM THE EAST BAY REGIONAL PARK DISTRICT UNDER MEASURE WW PARK BOND EXTENSION


WHEREAS, the people of the East Bay Regional Park District have enacted the Measure WW Park Bond Extension which provides funds for the acquisition and development of  neighborhood, community, regional parks and recreation lands and facilities; and


WHEREAS, the East Bay Regional Park District Board of Directors has the responsibility for the administration of the grant program, setting up necessary procedures; and 


WHEREAS, said procedures require the Applicant’s Governing Body to certify by resolution the approval of the Applicant to apply for the Local Grant allocations of funds; and


WHEREAS, the Applicant will enter into a Contract with the East Bay Regional Park District.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Martinez hereby:

1. Approves the execution of a grant contract in the amount of $1,651,961 from the Local Grant Program under the East Bay Regional Park District Measure WW Park Bond Extension: and

2. Certifies that the Application has or will have sufficient funds to operate and maintain the Project(s); and

3. Certifies that the Applicant has reviewed, understands and agrees to the General Provisions contained in the Contract shown in the Procedural Guide; and 

4. Appoints the City Manager or his designee as agent to conduct all negotiations, execute and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, agreements, amendments, payments request and so on, which may be necessary for the completion of Project(s).
