RECOMMENDATION:
Authorize funding for the 4th of July Fireworks display.
BACKGROUND:
For over 25 years the City has been providing a 4th of July fireworks display for the community.  The 25 minute show begins at dusk and ends with the sound of families excited by the grand finale.  Over 5000 people converge on the lawn area at Waterfront Park to enjoy this tradition.
Last year the City was fortunate and received a $5,000 donation from AT&T to cover some of the expenses associated with the fireworks program.  This $5,000 was combined with the $8,000 set aside in the City budget and the fireworks were held.

 Due to the tightening of the budget in the last fiscal year, no funds were allocated in this fiscal year. City staff has contacted AT&T once again to see if they would be interested in sponsoring all or a portion of the 2009 fireworks program.  Praxair, Comcast and Allied Waste have also been contacted.  As of the writing of this staff report, no funding/sponsorship have been secured.
