RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt resolution authorizing the City of Martinez to file an application for Federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) funding and stating the assurance to complete the project.
BACKGROUND:
Over the last few months the federal government has been debating the details of an Economic Stimulus Plan.  The major goals of the proposed American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, include: (1) create jobs; (2) restore economic growth; (3) strengthen America's middle class through measures that modernize the nation's infrastructure; (4) enhance energy independence,; (5) expand educational opportunities; (6) preserve and improve affordable health care; (7) provide tax relief; and, (8) protect those in greatest need.
It is anticipated that a portion of the funding will trickle down to cities.  City staff has been working with Caltrans, Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) and the Contra Costa Transit Authority (CCTA) to develop a project scope and cost estimates that meet strict deadlines on project delivery and completion.  As a condition of receiving any funds the City must adopt the attached resolution.
Only a portion of the infrastructure funding may be used for arterial or collector street “road” projects.  Projects must be able to be delivered in a very short time frame (60 to 120 days).  MTC requested cities use the money for pavement rehabilitation projects because of  the Bay Area wide funding shortfalls determined  in each community's Pavement Maintenance System programs.

At the request of Caltrans and prior to knowing the actual amount of funds that would be directed to Martinez, city staff developed and submitted an Arterial Pavement Management Project that will rehabilitate portions of Alhambra Avenue, Pacheco Boulevard and Marina Vista.  The City has invested millions of dollars in reconstructing these arterial streets over the last fifteen years.  Many sections of these roadways are in need of preventative maintenance to extend their useful life.  The anticipated cost of the project was submitted to Caltrans in December.  At that time our estimate and request was for $1,140,000.  It now appears the actual amount the City will be allocated is approximately $820,000.  Once bids are opened, and the actual cost of the project is known, the scope of the project may be adjusted or other pavement funds may be added to cover any shortfall.
FISCAL IMPACT:

None at this time.  Should bids be received over our allocated amount either additional funding will be needed or the project scope will need to be reduced.
ACTION:

RESOLUTION OF LOCAL SUPPORT

RESOLUTION NO. -09
Authorizing the filing of an application for federal American

Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) funding and stating

the assurance to complete the project

WHEREAS, City of Martinez(herein referred as APPLICANT) is submitting an application to the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) for $820,000 in funding from the federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) for the Arterial Pavement Management Project(herein referred as PROJECT) for the MTC Regional ARRA Program (MTC Resolution No. 3885) (herein referred as PROGRAM); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to ARRA, and any regulations and/or guidance promulgated thereunder, eligible project sponsors wishing to receive Regional ARRA funds for a project shall submit an application first with the appropriate Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO), for review and inclusion in the MPO's Transportation Improvement Program (TIP); and

WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) is the MPO for the nine counties of the San Francisco Bay region; and

WHEREAS, MTC has adopted a Regional Project Funding Delivery Policy (MTC Resolution No. 3606, revised applicable to federal ARRA fund delivery and has adopted (or is scheduled to adopt) in MTC Resolution No. 3885 such additional requirements as are necessary or appropriate to meet the obligations/award deadlines in the ARRA; and

WHEREAS, APPLICANT is an eligible project sponsor for ARRA funds; and

WHEREAS, as part of the application for ARRA funding, MTC requires a resolution adopted by the responsible implementing agency stating the following:

1)  that the sponsor understands that the ARRA funding is fixed at the programmed amount, and therefore any cost increase cannot be expected to be funded with additional ARRA or other MTC-programmed funds; and

2)  that PROJECT will comply with the procedures specified in MTC’s Regional Project Funding Delivery Policy (MTC Resolution No. 3606, revised) and with all project-specific requirements as set forth in MTC’s Regional ARRA Program (MTC Resolution No. 3885); and PROJECT as described in the application, and if approved, as included in MTC's TIP; and

3)  that PROJECT will comply with all the project-specific requirements as set forth in the federal ARRA and appropriate applicable regulations or guidance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that City of Martinez is authorized to execute and file an application for funding under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 for the Arterial Pavement Management Project(PROJECT); and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the APPLICANT by adopting this resolution does hereby state that:

1. APPLICANT understands that the ARRA funding for the project is fixed at the MTC approved programmed amount, and that any cost increases must be funded by the APPLICANT from other funds, and that APPLICANT does not expect any cost increases to be funded with additional ARRA or MTC-programmed funds; and

2. APPLICANT understands the funding deadlines associated with these funds and will comply with the applicable provisions and requirements of the Regional ARRA Program (MTC Resolution No. 3885) and Regional Project Funding Delivery Policy (MTC Resolution No. 3606, as revised); and

3. PROJECT will be implemented as described in the complete application and in this resolution and, if approved, for the amount programmed in the MTC federal TIP; and

4. PROJECT will comply with all the project-specific requirements as set forth in the ARRA and appropriate applicable regulations or guidance; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that there is no legal impediment to APPLICANT making applications for the funds; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that there is no pending or threatened litigation that might in any way adversely affect the proposed PROJECT, or the ability of APPLICANT to deliver such PROJECT; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that APPLICANT authorizes its City Manager, or designee to execute and file an application with MTC for ARRA funding for the PROJECT as referenced in this resolution; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution will be transmitted to the MTC in conjunction with the filing of the application; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the MTC is requested to support the application for the PROJECT described in the resolution and to include the PROJECT, if approved, in MTC's TIP.
