RECOMMENDATION:
Motion to approve the attached Growth Management Program Compliance Checklist for submission to the Contra Costa Transportation Authority.
BACKGROUND:
The Contra Costa Transportation Authority was established in 1988 with the passage by County voters of Measure C.  The measure instituted a half-percent sales tax to be used to fund local transportation projects (in 2004 County voters approved Measure J which extended the sales tax).  It also established a growth management program (GMP).  Per the provisions of Measure C each jurisdiction within the County must submit a Checklist every other year certifying its compliance with the GMP.  
Discussion:

The Checklist consists of a series of questions regarding the City’s compliance with the requirements of Measure C.   The Checklist covers the following:

· Action Plan for Routes of Regional Significance
· Transportation Mitigation Program

· Housing Options and Job Opportunities

· Growth Management Element: Performance Standards

· Growth Management Element: Traffic Level-of-Service Standards

· Participation in Cooperative, Multi-Jurisdictional Planning

· Five-Year Capital Improvement Program

· Transportation Systems Management Program

· Maintenance of Effort (MoE)

· Posting of Signs

In all areas the City is in compliance.  The Checklist has to be submitted to the Transportation Authority where it will be reviewed by the applicable decision makers on the following schedule:
May 27: Citizens Advisory Committee

June 3: Planning Committee

June 17: Transportation Authority

Once the Transportation Authority approves the Checklist the City will receive its Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Local Street Maintenance & Improvement (LSM) Funds allotment of $493,973 in July.  The Authority recently approved an accelerated schedule for transmitting the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 LSM Funds allotment.  Normally it would be transmitted exactly one year after the first allotment had been transmitted.  However, the Authority decided at its April 15, 2009 meeting that the current economic downturn and the end of Measure C sales tax collections (as of April 1, 2009) provided justification for an exception to Authority policy – accelerated payment of the second fiscal year LSM funds to local jurisdictions to: (1) help boost the economy, and (2) accelerate closeout of the program.  Therefore, the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 LSM Funds allotment will be transmitted to the City in September of this year.  
FISCAL IMPACT:
Failure to submit the Checklist would put the City in non-compliance and could result in the loss of or delay in receiving the City’s allotment.  
ACTION:

Motion approving the transmittal of the Checklist to the Transportation Authority for review.
