It is recommended that the City Council adopt the updated City of Martinez Emergency Operations Plan. 
BACKGROUND:

The current City of Martinez Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) was last updated in August of 1993.  There have been some significant element changes in the Standardized Emergency Management System (SEMS) and National Incident Management (NIMS) that need to be identified in an updated EOP.  The proposed updated plan is both SEMS and NIMS compliant, and meets the requirements of the State OES Emergency Operations Plan Crosswalk for Plan Review.  
FISCAL IMPACT:
Although there is no immediate fiscal impact by adopting the updated EOP, there could be a negative impact if the City were out of compliance with SEMS and NIMS.
