RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt resolution authorizing the submittal of grant applications to the California Integrated Waste Management Board for all available grants under the California Oil Recycling Enhancement Act for the period of July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2012.  In addition, this resolution authorizes the Assistant City Manager – Administrative Services to execute all necessary forms.  
BACKGROUND:

The City of Martinez is eligible to receive Used Oil Recycling Block Grant funds each fiscal year.  These funds have in the past supported used oil collection programs; regional and local public education and outreach efforts; and staff activities in Martinez.  The current authorization resolution for used oil block grant and household hazardous waste grant applications expires on June 30, 2009.
Many other public agencies in the County participate in the County Clean Water Program’s “Mr. Funnelhead” used oil recycling campaign, whereby the grant application, resources, and reporting obligations are all managed by the Clean Water Program.  The State has encouraged local governments to consider such multi-jurisdictional opportunities. The Climate Control Subcommittee met on May 20, 2009, and supported the City pooling its used oil grant funding as part of a regional effort.  Should the City elect to join a regional program, a signed Letter of Authorization by the City Manager is sufficient to divert the City’s grant program to the Lead Regional Agency.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Used oil grant funds are an additional revenue source that can be used to support activities related to used oil collection and recycling.  The City typically receives between $9K and $10K for this grant; however, the State has indicated that the next award will be between $5K and $6K.  
ACTION:

Adopt resolution authorizing the submittal of applications to the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) for all available grants and authorizing the Assistant City Manager – Administrative Services to execute all applicable documents.

AUTHORIZING APPLICATION TO THE CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WASTE MANAGEMENT BOARD FOR USED OIL BLOCK GRANTS FOR PERIOD

JULY 1, 2009 TO JUNE 30, 2012

WHEREAS, the State of California enacted the California Oil Recycling Enhancement Act that provides for a Used Oil Recycling Block Grant (UOBG) to eligible cities and counties for establishing and maintaining local used oil collection programs that encourage recycling or appropriate disposal of used oil; and 

WHEREAS, the State of California enacted Assembly Bill 1220 (Eastin, 1993) that provides Household Hazardous Waste Grants (HHW Grants) to local governments to establish and implement waste diversion and separation programs to prevent disposal of hazardous waste, including household hazardous waste, in solid waste landfills; and 

WHEREAS, the California Integrated Waste Management Board has been delegated the responsibility for administering the UOBG and HHW Grant, which includes procedures governing the application by and payment to eligible cities and counties; and 

WHEREAS, if awarded, the applicant will enter into a Grant Agreement with the California Integrated Waste Management Board for implementation of said grants.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Martinez does hereby authorize the submittal of grant applications to the California Integrated Waste Management Board for all available grants under the California Oil Recycling Enhancement Act for the period of July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2012.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Assistant City Manager of Administrative Services, or his/her designee, is hereby authorized and empowered to execute in the name of the City of Martinez all grant documents necessary to secure grant funds and implement the approved grant project; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Martinez may elect to participate in a multi-jurisdictional oil grant effort, with the County’s Clean Water Program or other appropriate Lead Regional (grantee) jurisdiction, whereby the City’s grant application, resources, and reporting obligations would be managed by the Lead Regional agency.
