RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt Resolution accepting bids and awarding the construction contract for the Building Demolition; 350 and 360 Ferry Street, Project No. C6006, to Thomas D. Eychner Co., Inc.
DISCUSSION:

Sealed bids were opened by the Deputy City Clerk at 2:00 p.m. on Tuesday, July 14, 2009.   The City received a total of thirteen (13) bids.  The bids ranged from a low of $53,688.00 to a high of $192,194.50.  The Engineer’s estimate was $178,875.  

The lowest responsible bidder is Thomas D. Eychner Co., Inc. from San Pablo.  They specialize in building demolition.  They have successfully completed many projects in Contra Costa and Alameda County.

Staff will pursue using some of the surplus construction funds to construct a temporary all weather parking surface.  This temporary parking lot could be used until the Phase I, 175 stall parking lot design is completed and approved.
FISCAL IMPACT:

The Building Demolition 350 and 360 Ferry Street, project is budgeted under Account No. C6006 as part of the 2009-10 CIP, adopted June 24, 2009.  There are adequate funds are available to complete the project.

The balance of the funds will be used to stripe parking stalls on an interim basis until a final design is completed for the Phase I parking plan.  The remaining funds will also be used to complete preliminary design concepts for the ultimate design of the site.

WHEREAS, the Council allocated funds for the Building Demolition; 350 and 360 Ferry Street project on June 24, 2009 as part of the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for Fiscal Years 2009/10 to 2010/11; and

WHEREAS, the City advertised for bids from general engineering and demolition contractors; and

WHEREAS, on July 14, 2009, bids were publicly opened and the lowest responsible bid is within the funds allocated for this project; and

WHEREAS, it is deemed in the best interest of the public and the City to implement the Building Demolition; 350 and 360 Ferry Street project. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Martinez that the bid by Thomas D. Eychner Co., Inc. is hereby accepted in an amount of $53,688 when the required performance bond, labor and materials bond, insurance and other contract documents have been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney, the City Manager is hereby authorized to execute a contract for said project with the contractor.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that should lowest responsible bidder fail to deliver all contract documents, fully executed and filled out, so that they are in the hands of the City within ten calendar days after receipt of notice from the City of the City’s acceptance of their bid, then the bid shall be deemed in violation of the contract documents and the bid shall be deemed non-responsive and rejected and the City Manager shall execute a contract with the next lowest responsive bidder.
