RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt a resolution authorizing the City Manager to, upon compliance with all applicable laws, rules and regulations, execute a lease agreement with the Superior Court of California, County of Contra Costa (Superior Court) for a portion of 360 Ferry Street (Zocchi Building) in a form approved by the City Manager and City Attorney.

BACKGROUND

The Superior Court submitted a Request for Quote (RFQ) on June 23, 2009, seeking storage space for its surplus furniture and office equipment.  The City responded to this RFQ on June 26, and was notified on July 1, that its bid had been selected.  Key terms of the City’s bid included the storage location of 360 Ferry Street (one of the Zocchi Building properties); the rental rate of $0.40/square foot/month (specified as without insurance provided by the City); and the provision that either party may terminate the lease with 90-days’ notice.

The City and Superior Court are in the process of negotiating a lease agreement for the space and expect one to be finalized within the next 2 weeks.  As such, the resolution for this item is to authorize the City Manager to execute this lease agreement in a form approved by the City Manager and City Attorney with substantially the following terms.

In addition to the key terms of the City’s bid, the lease agreement will include confirmation by Lessee that the condition of the Premises are such that (1) said Premises cannot be secured from the remainder of the building in which the Premises is located; (2) said Premises does not have heat, air conditioning, water, sewer or other services and (3) said Premises may not be entirely protected from the elements, including moisture.  In addition, the lease will provide that Lessor shall be indemnified from any liability arising out of Lessee’s use of the Premises.  
The leasing of a portion of this facility is Categorically Exempt from the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15301.  

FISCAL IMPACT:

The revenue to the City will be $1,600/month for renting 4,000 square feet of the Zocchi Building at 360 Ferry Street at a rate of $0.40/square foot/month.   

ACTION:

Motion to adopt a resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute a lease agreement with the Superior Court of California, County of Contra Costa, for a portion of 360 Ferry Street (Zocchi Building) in a form approved by the City Manager and City Attorney.

RESOLUTION NO.-09

AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE A LEASE AGREEMENT WITH THE SUPERIOR COURT OF CALIFORNIA, COUNTY OF CONTRA COSTA,

FOR A PORTION OF 360 FERRY STREET (ZOCCHI BUILDING)

IN A FORM APPROVED BY THE CITY MANAGER AND CITY ATTORNEY

WHEREAS, the Superior Court of California, County of Contra Costa (hereafter “Lessee”), desires to enter into a Lease Agreement with the City of Martinez (hereafter "Lessor") for a minimum of 6 months for the purposes of allowing Lessee to utilize a 4,000 square foot portion of City property at 360 Ferry Street (hereafter, “Premises”) at a rate of $0.40 per square foot per month, for the purposes of storing Lessee’s surplus furniture and office equipment; and 

WHEREAS, Lessor is willing to Lease said Premises to Lessee provided that it is understood that the condition of the Premises are such that (1) said Premises cannot be secured from the remainder of the building in which the Premises is located; (2) said Premises does not have heat, air conditioning, water, sewer or other services and (3) said premises may not be entirely protected from the elements, including moisture, and provided that Lessor shall be indemnified from any liability arising out of Lessee’s use of the Premises and that said Lease shall be terminable by either party upon 90 days written notice to the other.   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Martinez approves and authorizes the City Manager to, upon compliance with all applicable laws, rules and regulations, execute a lease agreement with the Superior Court of California, County of Contra Costa, for a portion of 360 Ferry Street (Zocchi Building), on substantially the terms set forth above and in a form approved by the City Manager and City Attorney.
