RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt resolutions awarding both the 2009 Asphalt Rubber Chip and Slurry Seal Project; and Arterial Pavement Management Project to International Surfacing Systems.
BACKGROUND:
2009 Asphalt Rubber Chip and Slurry Seal Projects (Annual Project):  Staff is in the process of implementing the State Proposition 1B paving project.  The project strategy was approved by the Paving Subcommittee in late 2007.  Over the last several years staff has completed the street rehabilitation project in two phases.  Base failure repairs have been bid separately from the cape seal project.  There is typically more competition in bidding the paving portion of the project separately.  We also take advantage of having a paving contractor to pave a few of our worse streets as part of the base failure repair project.  We have continued the same strategy with this project.  As expected there was high interest in the paving portion of the project.  The base failure and asphalt overlay portion of the project was completed earlier this summer.
Arterial Pavement Management Project (Stimulus Project): In addition to the Proposition 1B portion of this summer’s work the Council included base failure repair for the Arterial Pavement Rehabilitation Stimulus Project. This project is funded primarily with Federal Stimulus, American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), funds.  This project is true preventative maintenance.  The streets included in this project are arterial roadways that have been repaved over the last fifteen years.  Preventative maintenance will extend the life of the pavement at a relatively low cost.  The Metropolitan Transportation Commission encourages these types of project.  Cities that implement preventative maintenance projects as part of their pavement management programs are rewarded by MTC by receiving larger shares of state and federal street maintenance funds.  

Both project areas are now prepared for the rubberized chip and slurry seal.  We have found normal chip seals have not performed well due to the low Pavement Condition Index (PCI) of the streets receiving this surface treatment.  Streets with curb and gutter are normally poor candidates for chip seals.  The loose rocks seem to remain a problem for several weeks even with routine street sweeping.  Normal chip seals work best in rural areas where loose rocks can migrate off the pavement surface.
We believe we are left with just a few options when repairing streets with low PCIs.  Asphalt overlays or reconstruction are usually recommended by Pavement Management System software programs for these types of streets.  Unfortunately these types of repairs are cost prohibitive.  As an alternative we have utilized a rubberized chip seal combined with a slurry seal top coat (cape seal).  This treatment has proven to be very effective in slowing the deterioration, of our streets, filling cracks to prevent the intrusion of rain water and provides a longer lasting surface.  In addition the rubberized chip seal has fewer problems with loose rocks.  Although all pavement treatments have their drawbacks, with close construction oversight, problems typically associated with rubberized cape seals can be minimized.
Bids were opened at 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, August 19, 2009 for this project.  The City received a bid only from International Surfacing Systems.  They have successfully completed projects for Martinez and cities throughout the western United States.

The striping and traffic control components of the bids were higher than estimated.  The cape seal (chip plus slurry) unit cost is slightly lower than estimated.  The project calls for thermoplastic striping.  This product will last several years without the need to be re-stripe by City crews.  This will significantly reduce the City’s annual street striping burden.
The project streets are listed in Attachment “A”.
FISCAL IMPACT:
The funding for the projects include Proposition 42, Congestion Relief (TCR) funds and Proposition 1B funds, Proposition 1B interest income, Measure C and gas tax .  Prop 42 and 1B funds must be spent this year.  The 2009 Paving Project is budgeted under Account No. C1039.  The project budget is sufficient to fully fund the project.
