RECOMMENDATION:
A.
Adopt Resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute three-year agreements for Consultant Services with the firms of Borrecco-Kilian & Associates, Kluber & Associates, and Thomas Baak and Associates for on-call landscape architect services for the City’s Measure H Projects not to exceed $300,000; and
B.
Adopt Resolution allocating $7,240.00 Park In-Lieu Reserve Funds for the upgrade of   playground surfacing material.
BACKGROUND:

Rankin Park and Tavan Fields:

The Park, Recreation, Marina, and Cultural Commission (PRMCC) recommended the City Council include the improvements at Rankin Park and Tavan Field in the first round of Bond Projects.  The Commission believes improving the park and baseball areas in parallel with the Pool Renovation Project will have a dramatic impression to the public when complete as compared to constructing the projects separately in different bond issuance phases. The Commission also believes there will be a shorter period of disruption to neighbors and park users constructing these two projects concurrently.   Including Rankin Park improvements as a parallel project with the pool will slightly delay the implementation of Holliday Hills Park project.
Landscape Architect:

Design of the various Measure H Park Projects requires the assistance of qualified Landscape Architects.  Staff recommended to the PRMCC that the Commission go through a competitive selection process and create a small pool of Landscape Architects.  This process is consistent with the City’s Purchasing Policy.  Staff advertised for Statements of Qualified (SOQs) from six local Landscape Architects.  Four firms submitted SOQ’s and were interviewed by the Playground Subcommittee to the PRMCC.  The PRMCC approved the Subcommittee’s recommendation of the firms of Borrecco-Kilian & Associates, Kluber & Associates, and Thomas Baak and Associates comprise the pool of Landscape Architects.
Through the interview process it was determined that Borrecco-Kilian & Associates had a very good insight to the re-design issues for Rankin Park.  Firm Partner, Brian Kilian, is very familiar with Rankin Park being a local landscape architect and having worked on developing scope and budgets for the various Measure H park project.  

Likewise, the Subcommittee was impressed with Kluber & Associates (Frank Kluber.)  Frank is also a local Landscape Architect and had some great ideas about Holiday Hills Park.  One idea is to involve the Briones Environmental Studies Academy (Now called New Leaf) to design and restore the creek which runs through the site.

Lastly, the Subcommittee recommended including Thomas Baak and Associates in the pool of on-call Landscape Architects.  Although Thomas Baak has retired, the current firm principals are two experienced landscape architects that have been with the firm for over 20 years.  They have previously designed Martinez parks and offer the perspective of a woman and mother as one of the partners.
Staff recommends the Council authorize the City Manager to execute “On-Call” landscape architect services contracts in an amount not to exceed $100,000 per year for a term of three years with the three selected landscape architect firms.  The exact fee per project will be negotiated in accordance with state and federal laws.  The fees are already included in the budget of each project.

Miscellaneous Park Issue:
At the request of the local Fire Chief, park staff replaced the playground surfacing in two parks this past September.  The material was replaced on an emergency basis after vandals started two fires over one holiday weekend.  Fire resistant fibar material was replaced with a more fire proof material.  Staff requests the Council allocate $7,240 from Park In-Lieu reserves to fund this replacement work.  
FISCAL IMPACT:

Rankin Park and Tavan Fields:

There are sufficient Measure H bond funds to include Rankin Park Improvements in the first bond issuance phase.

WHEREAS, staff and the Park, Recreation, Marina, and Cultural Commission recommend utilizing the professional services of these firms.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that a the City Council authorize the City Manager to execute three-year agreements for Consultant Services with BORRECCO-KILLIAN & ASSOCIATES, KLUBER & ASSOCIATES, AND THOMAS BAAK AND ASSOCIATES for On-Call Landscape Architectural Services for the City’s Measure H Park projects not to exceed $300,000 as approved to form by the City Attorney.
