BACKGROUND:
The City’s Clean Water Program and the Martinez Unified School District’s Environmental Studies Academy has partnered on several projects over the last five years.  The successful projects include creek clean-ups, creek bank restoration, parking lot renovation and the mural on Alhambra Avenue.  Building on this success our next project is developing a professional quality public service announcement that will target flood protection and creek restoration.  The project is titled “A Creek Without a Voice.”

Professor Steven Cleveland from Cal State East Bay has been working with ESA students to earn college credits learning filming and editing over this past semester.  Staff has met with the students and Professor Cleveland on a few occasions developing an idea for their filming that could also help the City meet our Clean Water program requirements.  The City will contribute $5,000 this and next fiscal year towards the project from the existing NPDES budget (acct. 754-5300)  Professor Cleveland and the students will give a short presentation on their project at the May 5, 2010 Council Meeting.
