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RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt attached resolutions making CEQA findings, amending the General Plan, and adopting the Specific Plan; and introduce attached ordinance amending the zoning ordinance.

BACKGROUND:

The City Council held a public hearing on June 7, 2006 to consider the Planning Commission’s recommendations on the Plan, including related general plan amendments and zoning ordinance amendments.  The Council closed the public hearing on June 7, and continued Council discussion to June 14.  On June 14, the Council finished their consideration and amendments, and directed staff to prepare the final plan adoption documents.

DISCUSSION:

The attached resolutions and ordinance constitute the final adoption of the Specific Plan, and related general plan and zoning amendments.

Resolution making CEQA findings:  this documents preparation of the Draft and Final EIR, preparation of the Addendum, consideration of the Final EIR and Addendum by the Planning Commission and City Council, incorporation of mitigation measures into the Plan, and adopts the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program.

Resolution amending the general plan:  this amends the general plan to change the light industrial and service commercial areas in the Specific Plan area to residential, and makes minor adjustments to residential densities.

Resolution adopting the specific plan: the actual adoption of the Specific Plan document.

Ordinance amending the zoning ordinance:  this adds three new zoning districts (Shoreline, Civic and Historic Overlay), amends the Central Commercial zoning district, rezones the light industrial and service commercial areas in the Specific Plan area, and makes other zoning adjustments.
