RECOMMENDATION:
Approve the resolution to adopt adjustments to the Fiscal Year 2010-11 budget as presented in this report.  The Budget Subcommittee reviewed this report in its meeting on May 26, 2010, and recommended forwarding to the City Council for approval.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Martinez adopted a Biennial Budget for the period July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2011.  This is the second year of the Biennial Budget and therefore the resolution includes only those revenue and expenditure adjustments needed for Fiscal Year 2010-2011. 
Overview of Economic Conditions

The larger economies affect the outlook for Martinez.  At the national level, the Gross Domestic Product rose 3.2% in the first quarter of 2010, following a robust increase of 5.6% for the fourth quarter of 2009, according to advance estimates of the Bureau of Economic Analysis.  Strength in personal consumer expenditures, private inventory investment, exports, and non residential fixed inventory led to the increase, but was partially offset by decreases in state and local government spending.  Although national unemployment rates have stabilized at 9.7% after reaching 10% late in 2009, the continuous strain of high unemployment has weighed on the housing market, with about one in every seven U.S. mortgages delinquent or in foreclosure, according to a May 2010 report from the Mortgage Bankers’ Association. 

The East Bay’s housing market experienced a sharp reduction in the number of homes sold, but continues to improve in comparison to median home sale value in 2009, according to the March 2010 UCLA Anderson Forecast.  The median home sale value in Contra Costa County in February 2010 was $255,500, an 18% increase from the same period in 2009.  The local picture was not as promising, however, as the median value for a home sold in Martinez in February 2010 dropped nearly 20% from the same period a year ago, down to $250,000 on a total of 31 homes sold for the month, according to DataQuick and the San Francisco Chronicle.  Only the cities of Orinda and Pinole experienced greater declines in median home sale value in Contra Costa County during this period.
The unemployment picture remains bleak.  Preliminary estimates released by the California Employment Development Department (not seasonally adjusted) for March 2010 show the State’s unemployment at 13.0%; the County’s at 12.0%; and the City’s at 9.7%.  The April 2010 quarterly analysis of the UCLA Anderson Forecast blames the delayed employment recovery primarily on lingering concerns over the stability of the financial markets.  During the recession, businesses were quick to cut their labor costs, but now that economic growth and demand have started to return, these same businesses are reluctant to hire new workers as fears over the endurance of the recovery persist.  The existing labor force is working longer hours to increase productivity, but this practice is unsustainable in the long run.  A primary catalyst to the East Bay’s recovery will be the addition of jobs necessitated by the increasing economic demand.  Although leading economists believe a spike in hiring is inevitable, it is unclear exactly when this boost to employment and the overall economy will occur.    
Ending Fund Balance for 2009-10
The General Fund is expected to close Fiscal Year 2009-10 with an undesignated Fund Balance of $3.9 million.

Property tax projections for 2010-11 are being reduced by $150,000 due to the annual adjustment to real property adjusted downward based on a negative California Consumer Price Index of .237% and downturn in property valuations. 
Sales tax has been adjusted downward by $20,000 as a result of slow construction and consumer spending.  
VLF Property Tax Swap estimate has been revised downward by $110,000 in correlation to property tax.
Other Taxes includes a reduction in transient occupancy tax of $21,500 based on current trends and $36,540 in business license.  
Licenses, Permits & Fees has been decreased by $58,340 for building and mechanical permits based a slow down in construction.
Fines and Forfeits has been decreased by $30,000 in parking citations.
Intergovernmental has been decreased by $230,390 in Federal Stimulus money the City may not receive.
Charges for Services has been decreased by $91,215 in engineering and planning fees.
Use of Money & Property has been decreased by $150,000 in investment earnings.
Other Revenue has been increased by $510,000 for a one-time worker’s comp and liability rebate.

Maintenance and Operating expenditures across all departments have been decreased by $387,985, with the majority of savings coming from a vacant Assistant City Manager position that will remain unfilled and the Chief of Police position that will remain vacant for six months and filled by existing staff on an interim basis.  
Table 3 illustrates the impact of the recommended FY 2010-11 budget adjustments to the General Fund Ending Fund Balance, which is expected to close with an undesignated Fund Balance of $3.8 million.
