SUBJECT:	Used Oil Payment Program Application

DATE:		May 26, 2010

RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt resolution authorizing the submittal of grant applications to the California Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery (or “CalRecycle”), formerly known as the California Integrated Waste Management Board, for all available grants under the Used Oil Payment Program.  In addition, this resolution authorizes the Finance Manager to execute all necessary forms.  
 
BACKGROUND:

The City of Martinez is eligible to receive Used Oil Payment Program (UOPP) funds each fiscal year.  These funds have in the past supported used oil collection programs; regional and local public education and outreach efforts; and staff activities in Martinez.  The current authorization resolution, adopted in June 2009, needs updating because it references the California Integrated Waste Management Board which is now known as CalRecycle, and the Used Oil Block Grant Program, which is now known as the Used Oil Payment Program.  The current resolution also designates the Assistant City Manager – Administrative Services, or his/her designee, to execute all grant documents; however, this position has been vacant for 8 months, and it is more practical for the Finance Manager (as the current designee) to be charged with this responsibility.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Used Oil Payment Program funds are an additional revenue source that can be used to support activities related to used oil collection and recycling.  The City typically receives between $5K and $10K annually for this grant, on a reimbursable basis.  There is no negative impact to the City.  

ACTION:

Motion to adopt a resolution authorizing application to the California Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery (CalRecycle) for the Used Oil Payment Program.

RESOLUTION NO. -10

AUTHORIZING APPLICATION TO THE CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF RESOURCES RECYCLING AND RECOVERY (CALRECYCLE) FOR THE USED OIL PAYMENT PROGRAM (UOPP)

WHEREAS, California Public Resources Code sections 48690 et seq. authorize the Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery (CalRecycle), formerly known as the California Integrated Waste Management Board, to make payments to qualifying jurisdictions for implementation of their used oil programs, as required by PRC §48690 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, in furtherance of this authority, CalRecycle is required to establish procedures governing the administration of the Used Oil Payment Program (UOPP); and

WHEREAS, CalRecycle’s procedures for administering the Used Oil Payment Program require, among other things, an applicant’s governing body to declare by resolution certain authorizations related to the administration of the Used Oil Payment Program.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Martinez authorizes the submittal of a Used Oil Payment Program application to CalRecycle.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Finance Manager, or his/her designee, is hereby authorized and empowered to execute in the name of the City of Martinez all documents, including but not limited to, applications, agreements, annual reports including expenditure reports and amendments necessary to secure said payments to support our Used Oil Collection Program; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this authorization is effective until rescinded by the City Council of the City of Martinez.
