RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt resolution accepting a transfer of $629,299 of American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds from the City of Concord to the City of Martinez’s Marina Vista Streetscape Project (Account No. C1025) and reimburse the City of Concord $80,205 from the local funds in Account No. C1025.

BACKGROUND:

City staff was notified by the City of Concord that they had a surplus of $629,299 of ARRA funds that they were unable to apply towards their Monument Corridor Pedestrian Improvements Project.  The City of Martinez’s Marina Vista Streetscape Project has ARRA funding that can be supplemented with Concord’s surplus ARRA funding.  Working with the City of Concord, Contra Costa Transit Authority (CCTA), Caltrans and Metropolitan Transpiration Commission, Concord’s ARRA funds were redirected to the City of Martinez’s Marina Vista Streetscape Project.
In exchange for getting Concord’s surplus ARRA funds, Concord has requested that we reimburse them $80,205 to offset the ARRA funds they would be able use on their project.  City staff agreed in principal to reimburse the City of Concord their increased local share.  The net savings to the City of Martinez local contribution to the Marina Vista Project is $549,094.  The attached resolution accepts the transfer of ARRA funding and authorizes reimbursement of $80,205 to the City of Concord from Martinez’s Marina Vista Streetscape Project.
FISCAL IMPACT:

The project is budgeted under Account No. C1025.  Remaining local funds at the completion of the project will be returned to their respective funds sources.

WHEREAS, on December 16, 2009 the City of Martinez City Council approved the budget and awarded a construction contract for the Marina Vista Streetscape Project (C1025); and

WHEREAS, the City of Concord has a surplus of $629,299 of ARRA funding; and
WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) has approved transferring the City of Concord’s ARRA funding to the City of Martinez’s Marina Vista Streetscape Project; and

WHEREAS, said ARRA funding transfer will offset a significant portion the City of Martinez’s local funding budgeted for the Marina Vista Streetscape Project; and

WHEREAS, the City of Concord requests the City of Martinez reimburse them $80,205 from the City of Martinez’s local funding savings on the Marina Vista Streetscape Project to cover their increase in local funding matching costs on their project due to the loss of ARRA funding; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Martinez that the transfer of $629,299 in ARRA funding transfer approved by MTC is hereby accepted.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the City Council of the City of Martinez authorize the reimbursement to the City of Concord in the amount of $80,205 from account C1025.
