BACKGROUND
The City Council approved the PRMCC’s recommendation to move forward with an application for the Proposition 84 Statewide Park Improvement grant. The project, Ferry Point Park and Fishing Pier improvements grant will be put together with the assistance of a grant writer who assisted the City with the Proposition 84 NEF grant application. Her name is Tempra Board, she lives in Chico and has her masters in grant writing. Tempra will be leading the effort and working with the Grant Subcommittee and City Staff to complete the application. The first meeting will be held on October 18th.  In this meeting we will:

· Identify stakeholders for this area

· Brainstorm a scope of options for improvements to this area

· Review the scope and components of the grant 

· Devise a schedule and outreach plan for the five public meetings

· Discuss next steps and meeting schedule

The overall schedule and timing of completing the grant application would be:

October/November – Grant Subcommittee Planning

November – Community Outreach and Public Meetings

December/January – Develop cost estimates for improvements

          Present Scope of Improvements to Public

February- Finalize grant scope and grant application
March 1, 2011- Submit grant to the State of California
