BACKGROUND
The Zocchi Request for Proposals (RFP) were distributed to 13 potential vendors including local indoor sports facilities such as the Palladium Sports Complex, Universal Sports Academy and other likely interested parties. 
Proposals were due on September 24th and the City received three proposals:

· Universal Sports Academy for a multi sport facility including batting/lesson cages and indoor sports field

· California Sports Complex proposing hardwood basketball and volleyball courts along with other rooms and sporting amenities.

· Excelsior Brewing Company asking to use a portion of the facility for a brewery and pub style restaurant with indoor bocce courts.

These proposals were reviewed by two members of the City Council, Lara Delaney and Janet Kennedy and PRMCC Vice Chair Katherine Hern on October 5th. There initial review yielded a variety of possibilities and further information is needed from the vendors. A list of questions has been compiled and will be distributed to the vendors the week of October 18th once the responses are received in mid November an interview with the vendors will be scheduled and further discussion of their projects and possibilities for the facility will be explored. 

Each of the proposals would be a new business venture for the owner(s).  Given the gravity of the potential investment, extra time and care is being given to the recommendation that will be brought forth. PRMCC may see a recommendation come forward as early as December. Updates to the PRMCC will be provided at the November meeting.
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
