RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt resolution accepting proposals for furnishing decorative LED light fixtures and awarding the contract to the King Luminaire Company Inc.
BACKGROUND:
Sealed bids were opened by the City Clerk at 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, January 5, 2011.  The City received 4 bids.  The bids ranged from a low of $71,960 to a high of $102,476.   The engineer’s estimate was $105,000.  The bid tabulation is as follows:

The light fixtures were evaluated on several criteria, including meeting the requirements of the Buy American Recovery Act provisions under projects funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, eligibility of the fixture being a “Qualified LED Street Light Fixture” under PG&E’s LED Street Light Program, delivery schedule and references.  The new fixtures will be similar to the existing fixtures in the downtown and the new ones being installed as part of the Marina Vista Streetscape project.

The grant was originally for replacing the 33 fixtures along Main Street, upgrading the fixtures on Marina Vista and if there were any remaining funds available; replace some of the fixtures at the marina.  The fixtures for the Marina Vista were able to upgraded with funds already budgeted for that project, so the replacement area was expanded to included to include the cross streets in the downtown, such as Ferry, Las Juntas, Estudillo, Castro.  The project, as bid replaces 70 of the 
remaining 115 fixtures in the downtown.  Since the bids are so favorable and there are grant funds available, staff recommends that the remaining approximately 45 fixtures be replaced at this time.  A contract change order would be issued after award of the contract to purchase the additional lights.  The additional cost would be approximately $50,000.
FISCAL IMPACT:
The funding for the project is from an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG).  The grant is part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009 and is administered by the Office of Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy (EERE).  The project is budgeted under Account No. EEC1.  The project budget is sufficient to fully fund the project.  There are surplus funds available.  Staff is recommending the surplus grant funds be used to purchase additional lights for use in the downtown area.  Replacement lights at the marina would be purchase with any remaining funds.
The project will result in a long term savings for the city.  Maintenance costs are expected to be lower, because of the significantly longer life expectancy of the LED fixtures and because the lights are much more energy efficient, they qualify for a lower charge rate from PG&E.  The rates are expected to drop approximately 50% resulting in a savings of about $25 per year per light.

WHEREAS, the City has obtained an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG); and

WHEREAS, the City advertised for proposals from suppliers; and

WHEREAS, proposals were publicly opened on January 5, 2011; and

WHEREAS, staff has made a recommendation to award the contract to the King Luminaire Company, Inc. as the most qualified supplier; and
WHEREAS, staff has made a recommendation to purchase additional LED fixtures to replace the existing decorative fixtures in the downtown with the surplus grant funds; and
WHEREAS, it is deemed to be in the best interest of the public and the City to implement the decorative LED lighting Project.        

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Martinez that the proposal from King Luminaire Company Inc. is hereby accepted in the amount of $71,960.00 and the City Manager is hereby authorized to execute a purchase order contract for said project with the supplier.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Martinez that the City Manager is authorized to execute a contract change order, not to exceed the available grant funds, with the King Luminaire Company Inc. to purchase additional LED fixtures.
