RECOMMENDATION:
Authorizing an agreement with Jarvis, Fay, Doporto and Gibson for Special Counsel Services and authorizing the City Attorney’s Office to execute same. 

BACKGROUND:

As Council is aware late last year several of the Contra Costa cities determined that property tax refund allocations relating to Chevron’s Richmond facility had been improperly distributed resulting in refund of property taxes not actually paid to the City.

These Contra Costa cities have collectively determined to engage the services of the law firm of Jarvis, Fay, Doporto and Gibson, a firm specializing in municipal taxing matters. The fees of Jarvis, Fay, Doporto and Gibson will be split among the jurisdictions participating.  Given participation to date, the City’s share will be approximately 8 percent.
