RECOMMENDATION:
Adopt resolution authorizing the City Manager to expend an amount not to exceed $39,910 for the completion and filing of the Alhambra Valley and North Pacheco Annexations applications to the Contra Costa Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO).
BACKGROUND:
At its meeting of December 21, 2010, the Council approved the actions necessary to proceed with an application for the annexation of a portion of the Alhambra Valley.  On January 19, 2011, the Council did the same for the North Pacheco area.  Staff has been working on the preparation of the applications as directed.  In order for staff to complete the applications and file them with LAFCO, additional funding is needed.  
DISCUSSION:
The majority of the work for both applications is being completed by City staff.  The exceptions are the maps and legal descriptions that are part of the submittal requirements.  Staff does not have the resources to produce these items, so they have to be compiled by an outside civil engineering/land surveying firm.  In addition, LAFCO charges processing fees for all annexation applications.  The additional services and fees required to complete the applications are listed in the table below.

The total cost to complete and file the two applications is $40,730.  The balance remaining in the annexation projects account is $820.  The difference is $39,910 which would come from the City’s unallocated fund balance.

RESOLUTION NO. -11
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MARTINEZ DIRECTING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXPEND AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $39,910 FOR THE COMPLETION AND FILING OF THE ALHAMBRA VALLEY 
AND NORTH PACHECO ANNEXATIONS APPLICATIONS TO THE 
CONTRA COSTA LOCAL AGENCY FORMATION COMMISSION (LAFCO)
WHEREAS, the City of Martinez has initiated the process to annex portions of Contra Costa County located in the Alhambra Valley and North Pacheco; and 

WHEREAS, the Alhambra Valley Annexation project includes an area located in the central portion of Contra Costa County, directly outside the current southwest jurisdictional boundary of the City of Martinez, but within the City’s Sphere of Influence and the County Urban Limit Line.  The proposed annexation area is comprised of 139 parcels covering approximately 393 acres.  It is generally bounded by the City’s current jurisdictional boundary to the north; detached single family homes and undeveloped hills to the east; Alhambra Valley Road and Briones Regional Park to the south; and undeveloped hills and rangeland to the west; and
WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the City of Martinez held duly noticed public hearings on May 25, 2010, June 29, 2010, and August 10, 2010, considered all oral and written comments received at or prior to the public hearings on the matter and recommended denial of the proposed project to the City Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council held a duly noticed public hearing on December 15, 2010, considered all oral and written comments received at or prior to the public hearings on the matter and approved the actions necessary to proceed with an application to the Contra Costa Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO); and

WHEREAS, the North Pacheco Annexation project includes an area located in the central portion of Contra Costa County at the intersection of Interstate Highway 680 and Highway 4 and extends north along Pacheco Avenue to the Burlington Northern Santa Fe (BNSF) Railroad trestle, which demarks its most northern boundary.  The area is located within the northeastern portion in unincorporated Contra Costa County outside the eastern boundary of the City of Martinez but within the City’s Sphere of Influence and County Urban Limit Line. The annexation area consists of approximately 111 acres; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the City of Martinez held a duly noticed public hearing on November 23, 2010, considered all oral and written comments received at or prior to the public hearing on the matter and recommended approval of the proposed project to the City Council;
WHEREAS, the City Council held a duly noticed public hearing on January 19, 2011, considered all oral and written comments received at or prior to the public hearing on the matter and approved the actions necessary to proceed with an application to LAFCO; and

WHEREAS, in order for the applications to be completed and submitted to LAFCO, additional funds must be expended to cover the costs associated with the compilation of the required maps and legal descriptions, consultant services, and LAFCO application fees.   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City Council of the City of Martinez adopts a resolution directing the City Manager to expend an amount not to exceed $39,910 from the City’s unallocated fund balance for the completion and filing of the Alhambra Valley and North Pacheco Annexations applications to LAFCO.
