RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt resolution accepting the 2005-06 Water Line Replacement, Project No. C7016 and Thomas Hill Reservoir Bypass Line, Project No. C7011 per contract documents and instructing the City Clerk to file a Notice of Completion.

BACKGROUND:

On March 1, 2006, a contract was awarded to D & D Pipelines Inc. for construction of the subject projects as per contract plans and specifications for a total bid amount of $267,772.00.  Four Contract Change Orders for a total sum of $211,511.00 were issued.  The final total price including said change orders and based on actual field measurements of constructed improvements is $479,283.00.

Below is a summary of the Contract Change Orders.

C.O. # 1

New water main on Allen & Ferry Street

$133,300.00

The water mains on Ferry and Allen Streets were scheduled to be replaced in the coming year, due to several main breaks while this job was under construction the mains were replaced under this contract.

C.O. # 2

Extra Work Reports




$  37,000.00

The primary cost associated with this change order was additional pavement replacement required by Contra Costa County Public Works on Sheridan Lane.

C.O. # 3

Abandon water main on Alhambra Valley Rd and install 2 new service lines per drawing provided by the City of Martinez. This work was requested and funded by Central Contra Costa Sanitary District to accommodate their sanitary sewer main extension project on Alhambra Valley Road

C.O. # 4

Install 4 Hydrant Bollards per Fire Dept.

$    3,211.00

The contractor has submitted the contractor guarantee and the maintenance bond, and agrees to correct any defects as per specifications for a one-year period.

FISCAL IMPACT:

The water line replacement project is budgeted under Account No. C7016 and the Thomas Hill Reservoir Bypass Line is budgeted under Account No. C7011.  The project budgets are sufficient to fully fund the projects.
