RECOMMENDATION:
By resolution donate historical documents and miscellaneous City files pertaining to the City Clerk’s Office.
BACKGROUND:
Under Title 2, Section 2.76.030, of the Martinez Municipal Code, the City Clerk is responsible for the administration of the City’s Records Management Program.  As part of this program, the Clerk’s Office reviews records to determine the need for retention of the original record, conversion of records by laserfische or destruction of original without retention of copies.

The records listed in Exhibit “A” has been reviewed by the City Attorney’s Office.  These files have been retained as required and can be destroyed under the City’s current retention schedule.  However, due to the historical nature of these documents, they will be retained without being laserfisched and donated to the Martinez Historical Society.  A couple historical documents (indicated by *) are currently being laserfisched and will also be given to the Historical Society.
FISCAL IMPACT:

Cost is 9 cents a page (8½ x 11) and will be paid from City Clerk’s fund 01-102-5300.
