RECOMMENDATION:
Approve and authorize the City Manager to execute the lease with the Martinez Arts Association for the temporary use of 630 Court Street as an art gallery with retail sales.
BACKGROUND:
Over the last year, the Martinez Arts Association (MAA) has periodically utilized 630 Court Street as a gallery and sales venue during the Christmas and Valentine’s Day holiday seasons. The MAA has been pleased with the community’s support of its seasonal gallery and store.  The MAA hopes to one day have a permanent gallery and retail venue.  The MAA has requested to use this building on a temporary but on-going basis until the building is sold and the renovations are scheduled to commence. The MAA is pleased to have an opportunity to test their business model and cooperative format on a temporary but regular schedule. The MAA proposes to be open Thursday –Saturday for approximately 6 hours each day.
The following is a list of the major components of the proposed lease:
· Term: Temporary/month to month- Lease may be terminated with 30 days written notice.
· Rate: $1.00/month plus cost of utilities.  MAA will be billed monthly.
· Use: Display and sale of art by members of the MAA.
· Alterations: Minor modifications/maintenance (i.e. paint, signage, carpet cleaning etc) maybe made with the written approval of the City.

· Insurance: Pursuant to requirements specified by the Municipal Risk Authority.
· City Access: The City of Martinez or its agents or assigns retain the right to enter the building when needed especially as it relates to future renovation/seismic retrofit of the building by the developer selected by the City.

· Building Conditions and Limitations: “As is” condition and acknowledgement that the building has not been seismically retrofitted nor is it compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act.
· Assignment and/or Subletting: Prohibited.
· Indemnification: Standard City Language.
FISCAL IMPACT:
The fiscal impact to the City will be minimal, primarily in the form of staff time.
ACTION:
Adopt the resolution approving the lease agreement with MAA and authorizing the City Manager to execute it.
