	Delay Bidding Ferry Pier Removal

RECOMMENDATION:
Approve delay in bidding the ferry pier removal project pending outcome of a possible mitigation funding from the Bay Conservation and Development Commission.

BACKGROUND:

Several months ago, staff was approached by a Caltrans employee, who is also a Martinez resident, regarding the old ferry pier.  He informed staff that Caltrans was working on a project in the area that would have to be mitigated (the removal of existing pilings within the Caltrans Carquinez project) and he thought that removal of the  Martinez old ferry pier would be a perfect fit for the BCDC imposed mitigation.  Staff immediately contacted both Caltrans and BCDC.

BCDC is in the process of imposing a $500,000 mitigation fee.  A program will be established by BCDC using this money.  The Martinez project is a likely candidate for some or all of these funds depending on applications received from us and others.  

BCDC staff believes funding will be available and decisions made to allow this project to proceed later in this calendar year.

Martinez is ready to bid the pier removal work but staff recommends delay pending a decision on the distribution of the mitigation fees.  Projects already underway are not eligible for funding.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Council has appropriated $500,000 for this project.  BCDC funding will reduce the current funded amount allowing those dollars to be allocated for other city projects.

ACTION:
Motion approving delay in bidding the project and authorizing staff to prepare and submit a funding request to BCDC.
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
