RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Adopt resolution accepting bids for the Water Treatment Plant Chemical Containment Facility, 
Project No. C7036 and awarding the construction contract to Pacific Infrastructure Corporation 
in the amount of $559,000 and allocating $559,000 of Water Bond funds and $101,000 of Water 
System funds to Account No. C7036. 
 
BACKGROUND: 

 
This project was identified as a high priority project in the 2012 Water Treatment Plant Master 
Plan.  It will construct a new chemical containment facility at the City of Martinez Water 
Treatment Plant to house the relocated storage tanks. The tanks will provide storage for 
aluminum sulfate and sodium hydroxide, which are two chemicals used for water treatment.   
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
Seven bids were opened at 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, February 5, 2013 for construction of this 
project.  The bids ranged from $559,000 to $849,463. The Engineer’s Estimate was $550,000. 
Pacific Infrastructure Corporation of Pleasanton, California, is the lowest responsible bidder. The 
following is a summary of the bid results:

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Pacific Infrastructure Corporation has successfully completed similar water treatment plant 
projects for several other Bay Area public agencies. A check of their references provided 
favorable responses.  
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
 
The project is budgeted under Account No. C7036.  Only the design phase of the project is currently 
funded.  Additional funds in an amount of $660,000 are required to fully fund the construction phase 
of the project. 
 
Staff proposes to allocate $559,000 of Water Bond funds and an additional $101,000 from the Water 
System fund balance to fully fund the project.  The bond funds will be used to fund the construction 
contract.  The water system funds will be used for staff and various project costs such as design, 
material testing, permit fees and advertising.

 RESOLUTION NO. -13 
 
ACCEPTING BIDS FOR THE WATER TREATMENT PLANT CHEMICAL CONTAINMENT 

FACILITY PROJECT NO. C7036, AND AWARDING THE CONSTRUCTION 
CONTRACT TO PACIFIC INFRASTRUCTURE CORPORATION IN THE AMOUNT OF 

$559,000 AND ALLOCATING $559,000 OF WATER BOND FUNDS AND $101,000 
OF WATER SYSTEM FUNDS TO ACCOUNT NO. C7036 

 
 

WHEREAS, on February 15, 2012 the City Council by motion approved 
the 2012 Water Treatment Plant Master Plan (Plan); and 
 
WHEREAS, the Plan identified the Water Treatment Plant Chemical 
Containment Facility Project (Project) as being a high priority 
project in the Plan; and 
 
WHEREAS, Carollo Engineers prepared plans, specifications and 
estimate for the Project; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City advertised for bids from general engineering 
contractors; and 
 
WHEREAS, on February 5, 2013, seven bids were publicly opened; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, Pacific Infrastructure Corporation submitted the lowest 
responsible bid; and 
 
WHEREAS, an additional $660,000 in funds is required to fully 
fund the project; and 
 
WHEREAS, staff recommends allocating $559,000 of Water Bond funds 
and $101,000 from Water fund balance to CIP Account No. C7036; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, it is deemed in the best interest of the public and the 
City to implement the Water Treatment Plant Chemical Containment 
Facility Project.         
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of 
Martinez that: 
 

A) The bid of Pacific Infrastructure Corporation is hereby 
accepted in an amount of $559,000 when the required 
performance bond, labor and materials bond, insurance and 
other contract documents have been reviewed and approved by 
the City Attorney, and the City Manager is hereby 
authorized to execute a contract for said project with the 
contractor. 

 
 



 
  

B) Should Pacific Infrastructure Corporation fail to deliver 
all contract documents, fully executed and filled out, so 
that they are in the hands of the City within ten calendar 
days after receipt of notice from the City of the City’s 
acceptance of their bid, then the bid shall be deemed in 
violation of the contract documents and the bid shall be 
deemed non-responsive and rejected and the second lowest 
responsible bidder shall be awarded the contract to 
complete the project. 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council allocates $559,000 
of Water Bond funds and $101,000 from Water fund balance to 
Account No. C7036.
