Park Tree Maintenance 
City park management and senior staff are well trained in assessing tree hazards.  
Trees that show obvious hazardous conditions are removed or pruned to reduce the 
threat a further damage to the tree or surrounding area.  Such is the case at Susana 
Street Park.  From time to time staff inspects these trees.  Recently staff has identified 
a red oak along Estudillo Street that is in a hazardous condition.  The tree is 
scheduled for removal.  In addition the remaining trees along Estudillo will be pruned 
at the same time.
